It supports high transmit output power and high data
rate which plays different roles of Access Point/ Client
Bridge / Repeater / WDS AP / WDS Bridge / Client
Router / AP Router / Mesh.

standards. It supports different output power level settings, bandwidth selection, and RSSI
indicator which enables the best transmitting and receiving signal for traffic communication.

For more sensitive security requirements, M35 can encrypt all wireless transmissions
through WEP data encryption and WPA/WPA2. M35 also supports IEEE 802.1x Supplicant
function in AP mode, and authenticator in AP mode. Those are the enhanced securities in
AP/CB mode. The MAC address filter lets you select any stations should have access to your
network. The User isolation function could protect the private network between client users.

In this case, you
would be required to specify an IP
address, subnet mask, and default
gateway IP address and DNS.
